Many school districts throughout America are challenged by high rates of suspensions, school violence, and the changing landscape of urban youth in their schools with overwhelmingly white teachers. · 1 out of 4 Black boys are expected to spend time in prison, be dead, are on parole before the age of 25.  

· 90% of the Black males entering prison didn’t have a father in the home.

· Black males are suspended from school more frequently and for longer periods of time than other student groups.
Comprehensive strategies are necessary if young Black males are going to be meaningful contributors to themselves as well as society.  It is paramount that creative approaches be developed and employed to ensure the success of young Black males.
